Proposal to integrate the USAFA Class Histories database into the AOG online environment. 
2. Project description
2.1 Background

The USAFA Class Histories database was created to provide a repository for USAFA graduate personal histories along with historical items from graduating classes.   The primary purpose of the repository is to provide information for future access and research.   The database was created by the Class of 1963 and presented to the USAFA AOG as part of the class 50 year gift.   It was presented to the AOG at the class 50th reunion in 2013.   The AOG should encourage all classes to use the database to preserve graduate stories.
2.2 Current Status

The database is currently hosted on the Amazon Web Services(AWS) computing environment and is accessible at http://www.usafaclasshistories.org/.   The database contains rosters of graduates from classes 1959 – 2011.    However, only the classes of 1959, 1960, and 1963 have expanded information to include graduate biographies as well as other class information.   The AOG currently maintains the AWS account and is reimbursed from the Class of 1963 endowment fund.
3. Overall objective(s)

The objective of the class histories database is to provide a place for each graduate to provide a brief biography which will contribute to a composite history of academy graduates and their careers.   This comprehensive history can be used for research on the lives of graduates.   It will also provide photos and videos of events in the lives of graduates during and after their years at the Academy.

4. Objective of the project

The primary objective is to incorporate the database into the AOG online world wide web environment and to make it available to all graduating classes as a place to maintain graduate histories.  One expected outcome is to preserve, in perpetuity, the histories that have already been collected from the graduates of classes 1959, 1960 and 1963.  Another outcome is to provide online methods for all graduates and class administrators to add to and maintain graduate histories.


5. Expected Results


As a result of the project, any graduate will have the ability to log onto a secured environment and add personal biographic information including photos.   Designated class administrators will have the ability to review all information provided by graduates and approve it for public display.   Class administrators will also have the ability to add relevant information that is general in nature and not related to a specific graduate.

6. Activities


Specific activities that need to be completed include:

a. Determine where to store photos, videos, documents, etc

b. As necessary, move current photos, videos, documents, etc to store as determined in 6.a.

c. Determine database storage environment.

d. Retrieve copy of current MYSQL database

e. Load database copy into new database environment

f. Develop and test methods to access and maintain information

g. Ensure secure access to and effective display of maintained information
